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We were three going in a trip to the
City of Light : Priest Nadim Abou
Zeid and two journalists from
Lebanon, owners of Al-Hader maga-
zine Nabil Habbaki and Julia Nader.

This City of Light, the home of
Negroes and Zulu history was at
one-hour distance.

At the entrance of the city, the leader
of the tribe receives you in his tradi-
tional uniform to be your guide and
accompanier.

Before your entry to Lesedi, the City
of Light, the guard of the village
asks the citizens to give the visitor
the permit to enter their land. The
visitor should stand abroad until the

permit is given.

We went into the land of the tribe to
discover their traditions and cus-
toms.

It is an integral tribe keeping
Negroes heritage from the Stone Age
until now. It is an integral city that
explains to the tourist the history of
a people who battled against the
British occupation, their way of liv-
ing, their traditions and their uni-
forms. The people of this city are
proud of their history far from tech-
nology, civilization and develop-
ment. Their needs were hand made
(straw huts, wears made of animal
leather, primitive arms to fight
British animals). Their food was

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dered when it will be the time for
Lebanese to form a unity altogether.

We visited also the lions in their
lairs full of roars as if it was thun-
der. The trainee gave a lion to eat
from the window of the jeep. In the
twinkling of an eye, we become sur-
rounded by lions and the jeep in the
middle : some of the them were con-
trolling us and the others next to the
car's wheels and their roaring fill-
ing the place. Here, father Nadim
was praying God to protect us.

The trainee started giving them to
eat with his long stick. What was
remarkable was the king of the for-
est, a white lion with blue eyes and
the most beautiful furs in the world.
Julia Nader was taking photos and
asked the trainee if he had any fear
from undomesticated animals. He
replied that has no fear from lions

and other animals but I have fear
from my wife since she always ask
for money. 
Then, we moved to the cage and this
was the first time we find ourselves
in the same place with lions and
lion cubs. I wondered if animals are
in the cage to protect humans from
them or to protect themselves from
humans.

This is how our trip to Lion Park ter-
minated. We are wondering what
country we are waiting for in
Lebanon after we killed the animal,
the nature, the environment and
the flower and nature lost its bal-
ance. When it will come the time for
peace with animal and nature but
before that the human should make
peace with his brother in his own
land.

We went with father Nadim to the
park in a blue Pontiac car and we
were very enthusiastic to spend this
dangerous journey.

A bust representing the head of the
lion with an opened mouth is pres-
ent at the entrance of the park
where the lions' trainee received us
and accompanied us in his jeep to
give us the necessary explanations.
He was holding in his hand a buck-
et full of meat to give the lions to
eat, although we were praying that
the lions differentiate between the
meat inside the bucket and our

flesh.
The first barricade was with the
hyena. The trainee gave him pieces
of meat but he wanted more and he
was tracking us. Unfortunately, the
trainee was out of the car and the

hyena attacked him, so he had no
choice other than to use the stick
and the animal escaped in the jun-
gle.

We continued our way searching for
lions. Father Nadim Abou Zeid
interrupted the silence in the jeep
and said that here we have the law
of the jungle, the powerful kills the
weak. 

As to Julia Nader, she thought that it
is permitted that the animal kills
another one for hunger but it is not
permitted to a human to kill anoth-
er human being who is the real
killer and not the animal.

Suddenly, we reached the undomes-
ticated dogs, these are very aggres-
sive and they attack in-group
because they believe that zUnion is
Strength{. Every attacking group
includes more than fifty dogs and
each one bites the victim.
When I saw this unity even between
these undomesticated dogs, I won-
